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About the Founder & President

Apostle Joe Perozich is the Founding Pastor of Morgantown Faith Center and has served in
ministry since its beginning in 1998. He and Pastor Rena Perozich were married in 1977 and have
two adult daughters. The Perozichs came under the Apostolic covering of Drs. John and Rebecca
Polis at the Light of Life World Outreach Center in Fairmont, WV in 1987 and began a twelve-year
journey from attenders, to members, and on to disciples — a walk that would lead them to birth a
new ministry. In 1998 the couple led a local woman to the Lord in a home meeting. From that
meeting, Morgantown Faith Center was born. Apostle Joe spent several years in dual roles as
both a full-time businessman and pastor before being led to full time ministry in 2005. He was
ordained through Revival Fellowship International of Beaufort, SC in 1999. As the ministry
entrusted to Apostle Joe developed into an Apostolic one, Apostle Joe formed MFC Ministries,
Inc. for which he serves as Apostle and President.

We neither believe transubstantiation, nor consubstantiation,
but believe the Lord is in the communion in a real and personal way being received by the
believers. (I Corinthians 11:27)

We believe that healing is part of the atonement and can be appropriated by faith in Jesus
redeeming work. (Acts 10:38, | Peter 2:24)

We believe in the resurrection of the just at the return of Christ. We further believe that the
righteous dead is in the presence of God until the resurrection. (I Thessalonians 4:16-17,
| Corinthians 5:8)

We believe in a visible return of Christ and a literal catching away of the church to meet the
Lord in the air. Inasmuch as there is great dispute in the body of Christ concerning the actual
placement of this event on the calendar of God, let it be stated that we believe in a
pre-tribulation catching away of the elect. Let it further be stated that the doctrine of the
rapture is not a point of fellowship in this church or in the body of Christ. (Il Thessalonians 2:7,
| Thessalonians 4:16-17)

We believe that one who dies without Christ is hopelessly and eternally lost, destined to
literal hell with no further opportunity of repentance. (Hebrews 9:27, Revelation 19-20)

We believe in the tithe, recognizing that tithing existed before the law, and during the law,
and after the law.

INTRODUCTION

Foremost in the operation of MFC Ministries Ministerial Fellowship (the “Fellowship”) and the
Bylaws of MFC Ministries, Inc. is the Word of God as taught in the Old and New Testaments of the
Holy Bible. All provisions herein are declared to be subject to the Word of God which is to every
possible extent incorporated herein by reference as a whole and unless otherwise stated to be found
in the King James Version or the New American Standard Version or other versions of the Holy Bible
generally accepted among Bible-believing congregations, churches or fellowships throughout this
nation or the reading together of these versions to produce an understanding of the Truth of the
sayings of God to men as found in the Holy Bible.

ARTICLE |
TENETS OF FAITH AND DOCTRINE
The Fellowship accepts the Scriptures as the revealed Will of God, the all sufficient rule of
faith and practice, and for the purpose of maintaining general unity, adopts these Statements of
Fundamental Truths and Doctrine:

Section 1 — The Scriptures Inspired
The Bible is the inspired Word of God, a revelation from God to man, the infallible rule of faith
and conduct, and is superior to conscience and reason, but not contrary to reason. (Il Timothy
3:15-17; | Peter 1:23-25; Hebrews 4:12)

Section 2 — The One, True Godhead
The triune Godhead is comprised of three (3) separate and distinct personalities: The Father,
The Son, and The Holy Spirit, who are eternally self-existent, self-revealed, and function as one
entity. Jesus Christ, who is God manifested in the flesh, is the second member of the Godhead,
co-equal and co-eternal with The Father and The Holy Spirit.

Section 3 — Man, His Fall and Redemption
Man was created good and upright, for God said, “Let us make man in Our image, after Our
likeness.” But, man, by voluntary transgression, fell and his only hope of redemption is in Jesus
Christ, the Son of God (Genesis 1:26-31; 3:1-7; Romans 5:12-21)

Section 4 — The Salvation of Man

Man’s only hope of redemption is through the shed blood of Jesus Christ. On the cross
Jesus Christ became sin and sickness providing both salvation and divine healing for all
mankind (Psalm 103:3), being justified freely by His Grace through the redemption that
is in Christ Jesus. For by grace we are saved through faith. “The Word is near you, in
your mouth and in your heart — that is, the Word of faith which we are preaching, that
if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised
him from the dead, you shall be saved; for with the heart man believes, resulting in
righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation.” (Romans 3:24;
Ephesians 2:8; Romans 10:8-10)

The evidence of salvation. The inward evidence to the believer of his salvation is the direct
witness of the Spirit (Romans 8:16). The outward evidence to all men is a life of
righteousness and true holiness. “And this is His commandment, that we believe in the
name of His Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, just as He commanded us.” (I John
3:23)

Faith and Works. Salvation is by faith in Jesus Christ and not by human works; however,
our works will determine the rewards in eternity. (Romans 10:9-10; Il Corinthians 5:10)

Section 5 — Baptism in Water
The ordinance of baptism by a burial with Christ should be observed as commanded in the
Scriptures by all who have really repented and in their hearts have truly believed on Christ as
Savior and Lord. In so doing, they declare to the world that they have died with Jesus and that
they have also been raised with Him to walk in newness of life. (Matthew 28:19; Acts 10:47,
48; Romans 6:4)

Section 6 — The Lord’s Supper
“And when He had given thanks, He broke it and said ‘This is my body which is for you. Do this in
remembrance of me.” In the same way also the cup, after supper, saying, ‘This cup is the new
covenant in my blood, do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” Let a man
examine himself, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup.” (I Corinthians 11:24, 25, 28)

Section 7 — The Promise of the Father
All believers are entitled to, and should ardently expect and earnestly seek, the promise of the
Father, the Baptism in the Holy Ghost and Fire, according to the command of our Lord Jesus
Christ. This was the normal experience of all in the early Christian church. With it comes the

endowment of power for life and service, the bestowment of gifts and their uses in the work
of the ministry. (Luke 24:49; Acts 1:4-8; | Corinthians 12:1-31) This wonderful experience is
distinct from and subsequent to the experience of the new birth. (Acts 2:38; 10:44-46, 11:14-
16; 15:7-9)

Section 8 — The Evidence of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit
The full consummation of the Baptism of believers in the Holy Spirit is evidenced by the initial
physical sign of speaking with other tongues as the Spirit gives utterance, and by the
subsequent manifestation of spiritual power in public testimony and service. (Acts 2:4; 10:44-
46; 19:2, 6; 1:8)

Section 9 — The Ministry
The Ministry is the Body of Christ, the habitation of God through the Spirit, with divine
appointments for the fulfillment of her great commission. Each believer, born of the Spirit, is
an integral part of the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in
Heaven. (Ephesians 1:22; 2:19-22; Hebrews 12:23)

Section 10 — Total Prosperity
Spiritual. (John 3:3, 11; Il Corinthians 5:17-21; Romans 10:9-10)
Mental. (1l Timothy 1:7, Romans 12:2; Isaiah 26:3)
Physical. (Isaiah 53:4, 5; Matthew 8:17, | Peter 2:24)
Financial. (lll John 1:2; Malachi 3:10-11; Luke 6:38; Il Corinthians 9:6-10; Deuteronomy
28:1-14)
Social. (Proverbs 3:4)

Section 11 — Blessed Hope
Jesus is coming again to gather all His saints to Heaven. (I Corinthians 15:51-52; | Thessalonians
4:16-17; Il Thessalonians 2:1)

Section 12 — The Lake of Fire
Those who have not accepted the redemptive work of Jesus Christ will suffer eternal separation
from the Godhead. The devil and his angels, the beast and the false prophet, and anyone
whose name is not found written in the Lamb’s Book of Life, shall be consigned to everlasting
punishment in the lake of fire which burns with brimstone. This is the second death, the lake
of fire. (Revelation 19:20; 20:10-15)

Section 13 — The Millennial Reign of Jesus
The return of our Lord Jesus Christ with His saints from Heaven to rule and reign for one thousand
years on earth as the Scriptures promised. (Romans 11:25, 27; Il Thessalonians 1:7;
Revelations 19:11-16; 20:1-7) After this, there shall be a new Heaven and a new earth.
(Revelation 21)

ARTICLE Il
CHRISTIAN LIFE AND SPIRITUAL CONDUCT

Section 1 - Personal Ethics
“I can do anything | want to if Christ has not said no, but some of these things aren’t good for me.
Even if I'm allowed to do them, I'll refuse to if | think they might get such a grip on me that |
can’t easily stop when | want to.” (I Corinthians 6:12(LB)) “And we beseech you, brethren, to
know them which labor among you, and are over you in the Lord, and admonish you.”
(I Thessalonians 5:12)

Section 2 - Obedience to the Law

“Obey the government, for God is the one who has put it there. There is no government anywhere
that God has not placed in power. So those who refuse to obey the laws of the land are
refusing to obey God, and punishment will follow.” (Romans 13:1-2 (LB)) “Obey the laws, then,
for two reasons: first, to keep from being punished and second, just because you know you
should. Pay your taxes too, for these same two reasons, for government workers need to be
paid so that they can keep on doing God’s work, serving you. Pay everyone whatever he ought
to have; pay your taxes and import duties gladly, obey those over you, and give honor and
respect to all those to whom it is due. Pay all your debts except the debt of love for others —
never finish paying that! For if you love them, you will be obeying all of God’s laws, fulfilling all
his requirements. Another reason for right living is this: you know how late it is; time is
running out. Wake up, for the coming of the Lord is nearer now than when we first
believed.” (Romans 13:5-8, 11 (LB))

Section 3 - Family: Household
“Honor your father and mother, that you may have a long, good life in the land the Lord your God
will give you.” (Exodus 20:12) “For if a man know not how to rule his own house, how shall he
take care of the church of God?” (I Timothy 3:5) “Their wives must be thoughtful, not heavy

drinkers, not gossipers, but faithful in everything they do.” (I Timothy 3:11 (LB)) “The men you
choose must be well thought of for their good lives; they must have only one wife and their
children must love the Lord and not have a reputation for being wild or disobedient to their
parents. These elders must be men of blameless lives because they are God’s ministers. They
must not be proud of impatient; they must not be drunkards or fighters or greedy for
money.” (Titus 1:6-7 (LB)) “That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in
charity, in patience. That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their
husbands, to love their children.” (Titus 2:2-4) “You wives must submit to your husbands’
leadership in the same way you submit to the Lord. For a husband is in charge of his wife in
the same way Christ is in charge of his body the Church. (He gave his very life to take care of it
and be its savior!) So you wives must willingly obey your husbands in everything, just as the
Church obeys Christ. And you husbands, show the same kind of love to your wives as Christ
showed to the Church when he died for her, to make her holy and clean, washed by the
baptism and God’s Word: so that he could give her to himself as a glorious Church without a
single spot or wrinkle or any other blemish, being holy and without a single fault. That is how
husbands should treat their wives, loving them as parts of themselves. For since a man and his
wife are now one, a man is really doing himself a favor and loving himself when he loves his
wife. No one hates his own body but lovingly cares for it, just as Christ cares for his body the
Church, of which we are parts. [That the husband and wife are one body is proved by the
scripture which says, “A man must leave his father and mother when he marries, so the two
shall be one.”] So again, | say, a man must love his wife as a part of himself: and the wife must
see to it that she deeply respects her husband — obeying, praising, and honoring him. Children,
obey your parents; this is the right thing to do because God has placed them in authority over
you. Honor your father and your mother. This is the first of God’s Ten Commandments that
ends with a promise. And this the promise: that if you honor your father and mother, yours
will be a long life, full of blessing. And now a word to your parents. Don’t keep scolding and
nagging your children, making them angry and resentful. Rather bring them up with the loving
discipline the Lord himself approves, with suggestions and godly advice.” (Ephesians 5:22-31,
33; 6:4 (LB))

Section 4 - Control
“For a man is a slave to whatever controls him.” (Il Peter 2:19 (LB)) “Even if we believe that it
makes no difference to the Lord whether we do these things, still we cannot just go ahead and
do them to please ourselves; for we must bear the burden of being considerate of the doubts
and fears of others — of those who feel these things are wrong. Let’s please the other fellow,
not ourselves, and do what is for his good and thus build him up in the Lord.”
(Romans 15:2-3 (LB))

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Section 5 - Adultery: Immorality

“Thou shalt not commit adultery.” (Exodus 20:14) “...try hard to live without sinning; and be at
peace with everyone so that he will be pleased with you when he returns.” (Il Peter 2:14 (LB))
“You shall not commit adultery. But | say: Anyone how even looks at a woman with lust in his
eye had already committed adultery with her in his heart.” (Matthew 5:27-28 (LB)) “... Don’t
fool yourselves. Those who live immoral lives, who are idol worshipers, adulterers or
homosexuals will have no share in His kingdom...” (Il Corinthians 6:9 (LB)) “But now | have
written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or
covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not
to eat.” (Il Corinthians 5:11 (LB))

Section 6 - Drunkenness; Drugs

“This son of ours is stubborn and rebellious and won’t obey; he is a worthless drunkard. Then the men
of the city shall stone him to death. In this way you shall put away this evil from among you, and
all the young men will hear about what happened and will be afraid.” (Deuteronomy 21:20-21
(LB)) “... envy, murder, drunkenness, wild parties, and all that sort of thing. Let me tell you again
as | have before, that anyone living that sort of life will not inherit the Kingdom of God.” (Galatians
5:21 (LB)) “Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit
the Kingdom of God.” (I Corinthians 6:10 (LB)) “Don’t drink too much wine, for many evils lie along
that path; be filled instead with the Holy Spirit, and controlled by Him.” (Ephesians 5:18 (LB)) “For
the drunkard and the glutton shall come to poverty; and drowsiness shall clothe a man with
rags.” (Proverbs 23:21)

Section 7 - Homosexuality

“You shall not lie with a man as with a woman; it is an abomination.” (Leviticus 18:22) “... God let go
of them and let them do all these evil things so that even their women turned against God’s
natural plan for them and indulged in sex sins with each other. And the mean, instead of having
normal sex relationship with women, burned with lust for each other, men doing shameful things
with other men and, as a result, getting paid within their own souls with the penalty they so richly
deserved. So it was that when they gave God up and would not even acknowledge him, God gave
them up to doing everything their evil minds could think of. Their lives became full of every kind
of wickedness and sin...” (Romans 1:26-29) “Don’t you know that those doing such things have no
share in the Kingdom of God? Don’t fool yourselves. Those who live immoral lives, who are idol
worshippers, adulterers or homosexuals, will have no share in His Kingdom...”
(Il Corinthians 6:9-10)

ARTICLE I
FELLOWSHIP GOVERNMENT

The Fellowship is governed by the bylaws of MFC Ministries, Inc. as those bylaws may
be amended from time to time. These bylaws are public documents and available to anyone
upon request.

ARTICLE IV
AFFILIATION

Section 1 - Election of Affiliates of the Fellowship

Any person interested in becoming a member of the Fellowship shall submit a written and signed
application, on a form approved by the Board of Directors of MFC Ministries, Inc., to the Apostle/
President of the Fellowship. Each application shall be considered by the Apostle and either approved
or disapproved in the Apostle/President’s sole and absolute discretion. Applicants whose applications
are so approved shall become active members of the network of the Fellowship.

Any applicant shall give clear evidence of their new birth in Christ, live a consistent
Christian live, support the Fellowship financially, and subscribe to the Tenets of Faith as defined by
these Fellowship Membership Guidelines.

Section 2 — Voting Rights

No member of the Fellowship shall be entitled to any voting rights, rather, all voting rights and
management of the corporate matters of the Fellowship are reserved in the Board of Directors of
MFC Ministries, Inc. and all voting rights and management of the spiritual matters of the Fellowship
are reserved in the Apostle/President.

Section 3 — Termination of Affiliation

The Apostle/President may suspend or expel an affiliate of the fellowship in the Apostle/
President’s sole and absolute discretion.

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Section 4 — Resignation

Any member of the fellowship may resign by filing a written resignation with the Apostle/
President.

Section 5 — Reinstatement

On written request signed by a former affiliate of the fellowship and filed with the Apostle/
President, the Apostle/President may, in the Apostle/President’s sole and absolute discretion,
reinstate such former affiliate of the Fellowship to affiliation of the Fellowship on such terms as the
Apostle/President may deem appropriate.

Section 6 — Transfer of Affiliation
Affiliation in the Fellowship is not transferrable nor assignable.
Section 7 — Regular Religious Services, School & Seminars, Godly Instruction

Ministers will be expected to attend some form of fellowship with MFC Ministries either through
sanctioned events or personal contact with recognized leadership.

Section 8 — Code of Action

A. Cooperative Action. The affiliates of the Fellowship shall give consent to its forms of
government, together with the past policies, and to the policy of fundamental unity and agreement,
alike in doctrine, conduct and action, and shall conform to the Scriptural injunctions that there be no
division in the body. They shall be subject to the Apostle/President as the Word of God plainly
teaches, that the principles of Christian fellowship may be kept inviolate and perpetuated, recognizing
its fundamental importance.

B. Attitude Toward Strife. Inasmuch as no Christian institution can comply with the plain teaching
of the Scripture unless unity and harmony predominate within its circle, no affiliate of the Fellowship
may use means to incite or engender strife, but shall work in harmony with the other affiliates of the
Fellowship, the Board of Directors, and the Apostle/President, as did the early church (Acts 2:42). If
there is cause for dissatisfaction, it shall be called to the attention of the Apostle/President. At the

Apostle/President’s discretion, necessary adjustments shall be made (Acts 6:1-7, Matthew 18:15-18).

C. Financial Support. Affiliates of the Fellowship are expected to tithe on their ministerial income
according to Malachi 3:10. In Genesis 14:18-20 we see that the tithe “goes up” and the blessing
“comes down” (Psalm 133). An application fee will be due at the time of submission of the
application and is assessed on the following graduations: For an “Ordained Minister” $100.00 (USD)
and for a “Licensed Minister” $50.00 (USD). Annual Fees will also be required as follows: For an
“Ordained Minister” $100.00 (USD) and for a “Licensed Minister” $50.00 (USD). Annual Fees are due
by February 1st of each year.

D. Correction, Restoration and Disciplinary Action. If discipline becomes necessary because of
unscriptural conduct, the goal of this Fellowship is restoration, and not separation, according to the
Biblical pattern in Galatians 6:1. If it is necessary, there will be escalation in the steps according to
Matthew 18:15-17: Individual counsel, small-group-setting meeting (with Apostle & Elders present),
and lastly separation from the Fellowship (an extreme measure and only utilized when restoration is
not possible). During the restoration process, a minister may be required to read suggested books,
obtain counseling recommended by the Apostle & Elders and possibly disengage from ministry for a
season decided upon by the Apostle & Elders so proper healing and restoration can take place.

E. Maintaining Fellowship. The leadership of the Fellowship will require that each affiliate re-
affirm their commitment to the Fellowship annually. Annual Fees are required as follows: For an
“Ordained Minister” $100.00 (USD) and for a “Licensed Minister” $50.00 (USD). Annual Fees and
statement of re-affirmation to the Fellowship are due by February 1st of each year. In the event that
the statement of re-affirmation and/or annual fees have not been received, and barring some
unforeseen extenuating circumstance, the fellow will be automatically discontinued from the
fellowship.

F. Affiliation of a Spiritual Nature Only. The relationship between the Fellowship and its affiliates
is purely a spiritual relationship based upon the tenets of the Holy Bible. This spiritual relationship
creates no secular legal relationship between the Fellowship and any affiliate including, without
limitation, the establishment of a central/subordinate organization relationship under the Internal
Revenue Code, partnership, joint venture, and/or a parent/subsidiary relationship.

For consideration of ordination by this body (MFC Ministries Ministerial Fellowship), the applicant must
have a minimum (sometimes more will be required) of one (1) continuous year of service as a Licensed
Minister. This prerequisite may be satisfied by service in another recognized fellowship or like organization.
